Situation
GW Wilson generally require two way radio communication  
to allow groups of staff to stay informed of daily work duties  
at the farm.
 
The company was using CB radios and mobile phones, but 
had major issues with the signal from both solutions. The CB 
was only effective within line of sight and the mobile phone 
signal would drop out pretty soon after leaving the yard.
